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@ St. Johnsbury Fire Station , /,i@; [0 /00 @ Morgan Community House
The 1923 fire station has miraculously retained all of »
its original windows. While beautiful, these windows
are in desperate need of restoration. A Robert
Sincerbeaux Fund grant has supported a conditions
assessment. A preservation grant in partnership with
the Freeman Foundation will help restore all the
windows on the front facade and recreate the firechouse
doors to match the period of the building.

Beloved by the community, this 1870s building has seen a plethora of
birthday parties, potlucks, community dinners, and events. When the
sag in the floor system became so pronounced that the space could not
be used, a Robert Sincerbeaux Fund grant helped fund a conditions
assessment. A subsequent Preservation Grant in partnership with the
Freeman Foundation is helping the community take on the stabilization
project so this building can once again be a gathering place in Morgan.

@ Brook Hill Farm Barn, Danville

The enormous 1860s, four-story bank barn and its associated 1850s
workshop received a PTV Barn Assessment Grant, which resulted in
a condition assessment. This assessment helped the owners in their
successful application to Vermont’s Historic Barn Grant program and
will guide the stabilization of this majestic structure.




@ Granby Schoolhouse

The Town of Granby (population 81) recognized an
opportunity while everyone waited in a neighbor’s
driveway for trash pickup on a cold winter Saturday
morning. “Wouldn't it be nice to wait inside with

a warm cup of coffee and some donuts?” An idea
was born and they have started to explore how

to rehabilitate the 1890s Granby Schoolhouse. A
Municipal Technical Assistance Program award will
provide assessments and recommendations for how
to address moisture in the basement, a critical step
forward to make the building more functional.

<& Hardwick Bank Building

Nestled in downtown Hardwick, the 1870s Bank Building
could be the next great thing to bubble out of this vibrant
town. Located along the Lamoille Valley Rail Trail, this project
received a Municipal Technical Assistance Program award for
a feasibility study to see if the market can support a boutique
hotel in this location.

@ Lunenberg-Gilman Community Trust

Several local groups in Lunenburg are taking on new projects to
improve offerings in the town. Through the Village Trust Initiative, the
Lunenburg-Gilman Community Trust is exploring the adaptive reuse of
the Gilman Middle School with the hopes that this building can be used
for housing, provide the community with an indoor gymnasium again,
and continue to host early childhood education services.
